There are a total of 10 divisions in Operation 36. Each division there are 6 ranks (orange, yellow, green, blue,

» Students ages (5-7) will play 3 holes starting from 25 yards and must score 12 or better to advance
« Students ages (8-9) will play 6 holes starting from 25 yards and must score 24 or better to advance
» Students ages (10-11) will play 9 holes starting from 25 yards and must score 36 or better to advance
» Students ages (12+) will play 9 holes starting from 25 yards and must score 36 or better to advance
** Students that participated in 2024 will start at the yardage they left off at
