The original log canoe was consfructed by Rock Hall boatbuilder
Wesley Stevens. In 1920, the MAYFLOWER was rebuilt by Howard Strong and he and his
family raced the canoe until1938. In 1939, the boat was soid to the Grieb farniby,

Clark Grieb and and C.B. Watson confinued to use it for racing until 1947. Only the
mast and portions of the hull can be seen ot its final resting place on the Grieb property
at Comegy's Bight, near Chesterfown MD.
